DOING WHAT MATTERS
A Mission Area Report

On Saturday, February 26, several members of St. Paul’s 
attended the “South Central Mission Area Gathering,” 
which took place at Concordia Lutheran Church in 
Manchester.  Attending were Sue Sonstrom, Debbie Viola, 
Carol Farley, Missy Cheyney, Bill Fischer, Helen Peterson, 
Winnie Sawrun, and Pastor Hugh. 

At the gathering we learned about the New England 
Synod’s emphasis to create a synod-wide purpose 
statement that will help guide us into our future as we “do 
what matters to God” in New England.  Much of the time 
spent together was in sharing our own ideas of what the 
church in New England should become.  And out of these 
conversations came some ideas that were taken back to 
the Synod leadership where they will be combined with 

ideas from other Mission Area gatherings that are taking place around New 
England.  The final “Mission Statement” of the New England Synod will be 
shared at the Synod Assembly in June.  (More on that later.)

One “take away” from this gathering was that St. Paul’s is responsible for 
bringing to the Synod Assembly 25 dustpan and brush sets to be given to 
an LSS immigrant family.  This is one way that St. Paul’s can continue to “do 
what matters” at the Synod Assembly.  Sue Sonstrom found one such set at 
Sam’s Club for less than $10.  We are hoping that 24 other families will be 
moved to buy a dustpan and brush set and donate it to this worthy cause.  

(All donations can be dropped 
off in the area by the coat racks.)

Another thing we learned was 
about our Synod Assembly 
this coming June 3rd to 5th 
at the MassMutual Center in 
Springfield, Mass.  Several 
differences will be noticed by 
those who may have participated 
in the past.  First is the location:

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this is the first time we’ve met in Springfield. Second is the fact that the Assembly starts on a 
Friday and ends on Sunday.  This will make it easier for people who work to participate without 
having to take an extra day off. It also means that your pastor will be finding someone to cover 
for him while he participates in the Assembly that Sunday.  (As we have a better idea about what 
worship on June 5th will look like at St. Paul’s, we’ll let you know.)  The third difference, and the 
one that looks really exciting, is that on Saturday, the members of the Assembly will be rolling up 
their sleeves and “doing what matters” in the surrounding community of Springfield by getting 
involved in a number of service projects.  Lutherans believe that actions speak louder than words.  

As we get closer to June we will be sure to share more of the details about our Synod Assembly 
and how St. Paul’s will participate in it.  Those interested in being a part of this experience are 
invited to talk with me at any time.
